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At the beginning of December, teachers will carry out assessments for every child in reading, writing and maths. In the early years, assessments will be carried out for a broader range of learning areas in line with the foundation stage curriculum. As part of these assessments, children in Year 2 - Year 6 will be asked to complete a test paper in reading and maths. This will help to inform the teachers as they carry out their assessments. Teachers will then meet with Mr Riches and Mrs Wilson towards the end of term to discuss the progress of individual children and how we can work together to support every child to succeed. Information about assessments will be shared more fully at the next round of parent/teacher meetings. Teachers will make contact with you sooner should they need to discuss your child’s progress with you. Please do speak to your child’s class teacher should you have any questions or concerns.
