Parent/Parental Responsibility
Both a child's parents will have parental responsibility for the child if they are married and are the child's natural parents. If the parents of a child are not married to each other, the mother automatically has parental responsibility. The father will have parental responsibility, if he has been named on the birth certificate. This applies to all fathers named on the birth certificate after 1 December 2003. 
If the father does not have automatic parental responsibility he can subsequently acquire it by the following means: 
· a parental responsibility agreement; 
· an order of the court granting him parental responsibility or a residence order. 
Other persons can acquire parental responsibility for a child in the following ways: 
· being granted a residence order or Special Guardian Order; 
· being appointed a guardian; 
· adopting a child. 
A local authority can acquire parental responsibility for a child under a care order or an emergency protection order. 
Children in Public Care / Previously Looked After Children
 A ‘looked after child’ is a child who is (a) in the care of the local authority, or (b) being provided with accommodation by a local authority under Section 22(1) of the Children Act 1989 at the time of making the application. 
A ‘previously looked after child’ is a child who was looked after, but ceased to be so because they were adopted; or became subject to a residence order under the terms of the Children Act 1989 (Section 8); or special guardianship order (Section 14A) of the Children Act 1989. 
This applies where the child was adopted (or became subject to residence or special guardianship order) immediately following having been looked after. Children in public care (subject to care orders or accommodated by a local authority) and previously looked after will be given priority for any places available at a school.
